This CONTRACT is made and entered into by and between the GEORGIA FORESTRY COMMISSION, P. O.

Box 819, Macon, GA 31202-0819, hereinafter referred to as the SELLER and

BUYER.

WITNESSETH:

ARTICLE I. THE SELLER:
1. Agrees to sell to the BUYER all those forest products to be harvested as defined here:

a) Location and Description of Sale Area
The timber sale areas, approximately 578 acres, are located 15 miles northwest of Darien, Georgia on
Townsend WMA South Tract off Steel Bridge Road. Specific sites designated on attached maps; said maps
to become part of this contract.

b) Estimated Volumes and Products to be Harvested
18,000 tons of pine timber.
Volume is not guaranteed.

c) Method of Harvesting Forest Products
Clearcut 319 acres of planted sand pine and 228 acres of offsite planted loblolly pine. Thin 28 acres of
loblolly pine and 3 acres of longleaf pine within the sale area, leaving approximately 80 square feet of basal
area per acre.

2. Agrees to grant to the BUYER the right of ingress and egress across and upon the property for the purpose of carrying
out forest products harvesting identified in this contract.

3. Shall in no way assume any responsibility for damage to equipment belonging to the BUYER or injury to persons
employed by the BUYER or his/her agent; said responsibility being totally assumed by the BUYER.

4. Has set forth that the recommendations relating to forest products harvesting, known as BEST MANAGEMENT
PRACTI CES (BMPs) and referenced in the Georgdeshflaragemenst r y
Practices faod For ¢hterpablication, iBest Management Pract
adhered to by the BUYER in accomplishing any and all forest products harvesting identified by this contract.

ARTICLE II. THE BUYER:

1. Agrees to pay the SELLER $ for all the merchantable pine timber designated for harvesting in ARTICLE |
of this contract. Payment shall be made to the Georgia Forestry Commission and is due at signing of this contract.

2. Agrees to pay the SELLER a performance bond equal to $ ,10% of the total sale price. The performance
bond will be returned to the BUYER less any damages as determined by the terms within this contract. SELLER shall
have up to sixty (60) days from the termination of this contract to inspect the property and account to the BUYER for any
balance due it from said bond. BUYER may elect to substitute a Letter of Credit or Surety or Contract Bond in place of a
cash bond.

3. Agrees to harvest the entire sale area per within the contract period unless wet weather or other agreed upon reasons
prevent/delay harvest or BUYER will forfeit the performance bond.

with limits of one million dollars/two million dollar aggregate; such coverage to be maintained throughout the period of
this contract.

5. Will repair to original condition or pay for cost of replacement, any damage caused by the BUYER, to fences, roads or
other improvements of the SELLER.

6. Will reimburse the SELLER for all costs borne by the SELLER in suppressing any wildfires or cost of wildfire damages
incurred or caused by the BUYER or his/her agent upon lands subject to this contract.

7. Willindemnify, release, and hold the SELLER, the STATE OF GEORGIA, its various other units of government, its
instrumentalities, and all officers, employees, and agents of the foregoing, harmless from and against all liabilities,
damages, costs, expenses (i ncl usdncurrgd byathem), causesofractienysbits, f e e s
demands, judgments, and claims of any nature whatsoever, arising from, by reason of or in connection with the
operations hereunder; provided, however, no indemnity shall be indemnified for the results of that indemnitees sole
negligence or, in the case of multiple negligence, for the share caused by the indemnitees negligence.

8. Willremove all garbage, used lubricant,f uel , fl uids and their containers dai/l
contract.

9. Failure to comply with the terms of this contract may result in cancellation of this contract and/or loss of rights and
privileges of future timber sales.

ARTICLE Ill.  BOTH PARTIES MUTUALLY AGREE:
1. The following work specifications are applicable and will be adhered to by the BUYER unless changes are approved by
the SELLER.

TIMBER HARVEST SPECIFICATIONS

a. Stumps shall be not more than (6) inches above the original ground level or immediately above any butt swell,
whichever is higher.

b. AiBrowdso or L dapaced g sp&iiad kistaimce Wwaml rdads or highways to prevent visual contact
of these areas. Decks shall be agreed upon by buyer and seller prior to construction.

c. Excessive damage to residual trees will be compensated for by the BUYER. BUYER shall be charged at the
rate of three (3) times the rates reflected in the most recent publication of Timber Mart South. Excessive
damage will be determined by the SELLER.

d. Any breach of the terms of this contract shall be cause for termination.

2. In case of dispute over the terms of this contract that cannot be satisfactorily agreed upon between the parties, final
decision shall rest with an arbitration board of three persons i one to be selected by each party of this contract and a
third agreed upon by both parties. Should the arbitration board determine a breach of the terms of this contract has
occurred, said breach shall be cause for termination of this contract.

3. The SELLER reserves the right to perform periodic inspections to determine whether or not the terms of this contract are
being achieved and to suspend operation when weather conditions may result in damage to the site, until conditions
improve. If harvesting operations are suspended due to weather conditions, time lost will be added to the length of this
contract.

4. The contract shall terminate 12 months from contract date unless both parties agree to an extension of time for removal
of forest products covered under this contract.

5. The SELLER reserves the right to suspend harvest activities during special quota deer hunts.

6. Within the thinning areas, any and all harvest slash (unmerchantable limbs and tips generated from deck operations) will
be evenly distributed back into the thinning area. Within the clearcut areas, any and all harvest slash will be placed in
manageable piles to help facilitate future burning.
